GENERAL 

A. This section includes specifications for the Campus Bike Rack – S-3 through D11 Model

1. Bikes parked per unit: Three to Eleven – depending on model

2. The S Stands for the Single-sided model parking, the D stands for Double-sided parking model.

1.2 Quality Assurance
A. Installer Qualifications: An experienced installer who has completed installation of bicycle racks similar in material, design, and extent to that indicated for this project and whose work has resulted in construction with a record of successful in-service performance. 

B. Manufacturer Qualifications: A firm experienced in manufacturing bicycle racks similar to those required for this project and with a record of successful in-service performance. 

C. Source Limitations: Obtain each color, finish, shape and type of bicycle rack from a single source with resources to provide components of consistent quality in appearance and physical properties. 

D. Product Options: Drawings indicate size, shape and dimensional requirements of bicycle racks and are based on the specific system indicated. 

1.3 Submittals
A. Product Data: Include physical characteristics such as shape, dimensions, bicycle parking capacity and finish for each bicycle rack. 

B. Shop Drawings: Show installation details for each bicycle rack. 

C. Maintenance Data: For each bicycle rack. 

1. Include recommended methods for repairing damage to the finish. 

1.4  Delivery, Storage and Handling
A. Upon delivery, before signing for shipment, inspect for any damages and notate on the B.O.L.

B. Store bicycle racks in original undamaged packages and containers until ready for installation.  Handle bicycle racks with sufficient care to prevent any scratches or damage to the finish.

2.1 Acceptable Manufacturers

2.2 Materials
A. Center beam: 3" OD 7 gauge tube

B. Ears: 1.25" OD 11 gauge tube

C. Feet: 1.4”x3/16”x24” channels

D. For a stainless finish, specify a 304 grade stainless steel 

2.3 Finishes
A. For galvanized, specify a  hot-dipped galvanized after fabrication.

B. For powdercoated finish, specify mild steel to be sandblasted after fabrication to near white steel, cleaned and then an epoxy primer applied at 1-2 mil thickness.  A final TGIC, UV resistant powdercoat color is to be applied in 4-6 mils.

C. For stainless steel, specify either a #4 satin or high luster electro-polish finish.

2.4 Campus Bike Rack
A. Space Use  

1. The Campus Rack is a single or double sided unit. The single-sided model, notated by S restricts bikes to one side of the rack, allowing the rack to be placed next to streets or sidewalks without bikes protruding into right-of-ways. The double sided models are notated by a D before the number.  The number indicates the number of ears the campus rack has.

B. Setbacks  

1. Wall Setback: Leave 20" between the wall and the rack center.. 

2. Street Setback: Leave 108" between the street and the rack center

3. Allow a 48” access aisle for the rack.

4. Note space use dimensions on spec sheet provided by manufacturer.

PART 3 EXECUTION
3.1 Installation
A. Installation Method: Foot mount has AISI C3 x 4.1 steel channels.  Can be left free-standing or be anchored with four fasteners.  .38-3.75” wedge style anchors. In-ground mount has small rod welded across bottom of each upright for greater adhesion in concrete. Recommended embedment depth is 10”.
3.2 Ordering Information
A. When ordering or specifying this rack, make sure the product type and finish are included. 

B. It is the responsibility of the installer to ensure that all base materials into which the rack will be installed can support the rack and will not be damaged by any required installation procedures.
